More than three years after its spectacular Melbourne Premiere, the curtain will come down on
WICKED in Australia for the last time on September 11, 2011, at the Burswood Theatre, Perth.

An Australian
tour to Brisbane, Adelaide and Perth followed, with the show smashing numerous records during
its Australian run, including box office records in every city it has played. Over 1.5 million
people have seen WICKED during its Australian season.

Currently in its g™ year on Broadway, WICKED’s North American and international companies have
cumulatively grossed over $2.4 billion and have been seen by nearly 30 million people worldwide.

WICKED has brought a whole new audience into the theatre for the first time; they have loved their
experience and will come back for more.
